The role of the Chapter Committee is to identify professional development and networking opportunities based on the needs of members within the region. Chapter Committees are a crucial link between members and are provided with operational support via the ARMS Executive Office to ensure the timely delivery of events and other professional development activities.

Joining a Chapter Committee offers a rewarding, engaging volunteer role with professional recognition and opportunities to give back to the Research Management community. It also offers a meaningful way to:
· Strengthen your leadership skills as you share experiences, challenges, and successes with other Research Management Professionals;
· Develop networks with other like-minded Research Management Professionals who share your committee to the profession;
· Foster opportunities to work with other Research Management Professionals and key stakeholders in the sector; and
· Increases your professional networks and contacts on a local and global scale.
Nomination Information (from ARMS Chapter Terms of Reference)

The Chapter Committee of ARMS will consist of a Chapter Convenor or Co-Convenors and at least two but no more than nine other members such that the Committee consists of a maximum of ten members.

The Committee members will elect their Convenor or Co-Convenors, along with any additional officers (e.g., Secretary, Treasurer, Web Administrator, etc.) required to ensure the efficient operation of the Chapter. Expressions of Interest (EOIs) will be solicited as Committee positions become available. Each Committee member will be assigned specific responsibilities, either individually or as part of a group.

If the number of EOIs received matches the number of vacancies, the nominated individuals will be considered elected. Should there be fewer nominations than available positions, the Chapter Committee may invite additional nominations. In the event that the number of nominations exceeds the available vacancies, the Chapter Committee will assess all EOIs and select the most suitable candidate(s).
